TRAVEL PERMIT REQUIREMENTS AND SUBMISSION
Any travel outside the ODMHA District boundaries requires an ODMHA travel permit.

Refer to ODMHA website to confirm the ODMHA District boundaries to determine if the submission of a travel permit for the team travelling to the event is necessary.  ODMHA Districts cover a fairly large area.  However, travel to locations such as Kingston, requires a travel permit, as does travel to any location in Quebec.  
Any travel to the United States requires both the ODMHA travel Permit and the US travel permits. 
Both travel permits require the signature of the Association President and the District Chairman.  The Alternate Chairman of District B has the responsibility to sign both travel permits for House league teams.
Either travel permit, when submitted, must be accompanied by a copy of an Official team list so the players can be authenticated.

Scanning the documents and sending them to the Association President for signature reduces the administrative burden and time required by all concerned to action.  To mitigate risk, travel permits should be submitted a minimum of two weeks prior to the date they are required.

The permits are then sent to the applicable District B member as follows:

For all Competitive team travel permits: the permits should be submitted to the Competitive Director for competitive team travel, Richard Seguin at:
